MINUTES 

MISSOURI JCI SENATE MEETING 

September 17, 2011

CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order at 9:02 a.m. by President Deb Rothweiler #65300.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  The pledge of allegiance was lead by Gerry Moore #26604.

INVOCATION:  Deb Rothweiler #65300 gave the invocation.

APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA:  The agenda was approved with no changes.
SECRETARY’S REPORT:  The minutes of the May 14, 2011 meeting were approved as written.  Ernie Lea #60650 made a motion to approve with Mike Bibbs #46075 seconding the motion.
