Meeting Minutes

Missouri JCI Senate

Macon, Missouri - May 17th, 2008

· The meeting was called to order by President Randy Johnson #56636 at 10:35 a.m.
· Invocation was given by Past National President, Mary Sawyer #43930  

· Pledge of allegiance was led by Past National President, Ed Hart #28991
· The agenda was approved with added items.  
· Guests:  Randy Johnson #56636 introduced Region VI Vice President Newton Standridge #29407 and wife Carol.  
· Secretary / Treasurer Boni Hart #59553, asked for approval of the minutes and final budget.  Moved by Donna DeLaney #55560 and seconded by Mary Sawyer #43930.  Motion passed.
· Lewis Ash #49165 passed the mentors envelope throughout the membership.  $60.00 was collected and given to the Treasurer.
· Guest’s Comments:  Newton Standridge #29407 announced there would be a reception on Sunday for Region VI Senators at National Convention in Charleston, West Virginia. He suggested that Senators who are attending the convention send in their twenty dollar parking fee, or they may not have a place to put their cars.  The Illinois Picnic in Senate Region V will be July 25th-26th.  The Iowa Picnic will be the first week-end in August, and all Region VI Senators are encouraged to attend.  Newton passed out flyers for this event.  He also brought information and registration forms for the BOD meeting in Seattle in September.  Newton displayed one size fits all aprons to be worn in the State’s Party Booth in Charleston.  He suggested the price should be twenty dollars, but may be less before the meeting occurs.  He also praised Missouri and the Region VI Senators for the very successful and well run meeting in Branson last March.  Randy presented Newton with a “Randy Johnson” souvenir baseball.
· National Raffle tickets were sold by Lewis Ash #49165 .  Drawing to be held at end of meeting.
· Sandy Backes gave the following reports early, so she could set up Olympics Competition:
1. Red Neck Olympics:  Sandy Backes #64521 asked for participants and judges to volunteer from the Senate.  
2. 2007 Super-Bowl Party: (Sandy Backes #649211) raised $709.97.  Donna DeLaney #55560 will co-chair this next time.
3. Ad Books:  Sandy Backes #64521 asked that Senators buy ads so the Kansas City Meeting Ad Book can be printed in color.
4. Ladies Bachelorette Party:  There will be a bachelorette party for Joyce Huber from Jeff City in Salon B this evening.  Bring Tip money for Entertainment.  These funds will be donated to Access Day.

· Vice President Report:  DeWayne Cartee #62218 appointed Earl Sawyer #28243 as Captain of the Wacky Olympics team from the Senate.  Standing Committee Reports follow:

· Athletic Director – Gerry Moore #26604:  Because of the Tiger’s excellent year (Cotton Bowl Champs), ticket sales have increased.  This may affect availability this year.  PSL owners or donors may be the only people who can get tickets.  October 3-5, 2008 is the Nebraska / Missouri Football game.  This is the longest running friendly group competition for tailgating.  Nebraska will be having a banquet for us.  Gerry will need money this weekend if you are planning to attend.  Tickets cost $68.00.  Please notify Gerry if you plan to attend.  The KC / MU game will be in November again this year.  The Basketball “Braggin’ Rights” game will be in December and it is our turn to host.  The date and ticket information is not yet available.  Gerry presented a check for $610.91 to the Senate Treasury and resigned his athletic director position.

· Jaycee Competitions:  Barb Pellikaan #57247 thanked the judges who volunteered to help.  They were Dennis Brenneke #56844, Jerry Thompson #56957, Mike Sommers #62337, Boni Hart #59553, Susan Twitchell #65171, Miriam Wetter #67070, Chrissy Sommer #65841 and Mary Sawyer #43930.  There were two competitors in Write-Up and one in Speak-Up.  Please continue the support.
· Freshman Senators:  Lori Vincent reported that there were 12 new senators in January.  

· First Timers:  Lori Vincent #54021 presented the First Timers award to Laura Cagle #67943 from Joplin. 

· Future Directions:  Kramit #61560/ Earl Sawyer #28243 reminded the membership about the results of January’s election.  They encouraged anyone who wants to run for office to contact the Future Directions Committee.

· Hospitality:  Kristie Lea #62494 announced room 104.  She encouraged people to come, mingle and meet new senators.  She thanked Jackie Bax #60590 and Lewis Ash #49165 for helping her and Ernie to set up the room.  Kristie Lea asked Mary Sawyer to return her Hospitality sign.

· Incorporation Update:  Kramit #61560 announced that the new name is the Missouri Junior Chamber International Senate, Incorporated.    We will receive a new Federal Tax ID number.  We can still call ourselves the Missouri JCI Senate unofficially.  No one else can use these names.  We still have to apply for a tax exempt status with the federal and Missouri Department of Revenue.  Kramit thanked Mary Elizabeth Dorsey #62688 and Mike Sommer #62337 for all their work on this.  Kramit moved and Barb Pellikaan #57247 seconded the Incorporation and Tax Exemption policy for the Missouri Junior Chamber Senate Inc. which states The Missouri JCI Senate acquire incorporation and tax exempt status and include all items that are a part of and pertinent to accomplishing this status.  The total cost of this motion is $798.95.  Motion passed.
· Jaycee Liaison:  Lisa Chandler #61646 reported the candidates for 2008-2009 Jaycee Office.  She announced that the next Jaycee state meeting would be in Kansas City in September and their National meeting will be in San Diego, California.  Crystal Lake, Florida will be hosting the 2009 National Convention.  Dixie Institute will be holding their training at Wonderland Camp during the first weekend in October.  Ernie #60650 and Kristie Lea #62494 will be in charge of food for the event.  Earl Sawyer #28243 will be a guest speaker.  Jerry Thompson #56957 and Lewis Ash #49165 will be in charge of finding bedding supplies.  This will be an excellent RTF project.  Access Day is falling short of donations.  The Senate is being asked to help in any way possible.  $8,000.00 is needed.  Raffles will be held this weekend by the Jaycees to help raise more money.  Finally, the Missouri Jaycees are not at growth.  They need more than 100 new or renewing members to grow.  Thanks to Macon, Chillicothe was the extension of the year.
