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Wall, the 2004 Strassenfest Festival is completed an in the books for the
Missouri JCI Senators and we also initiated a new fund raising project by
having a food booth a Woodson Terrace Days. Woodson Terrace Days
took place on Friday, July 16, 2004 from 4:00 p.m. until 11:00 p.m.; Sat-
urday, July 17, 2004 from 9:00 am. until 9:00 p.m. and on Sunday, July
18, 2004 from 9:00 am. until 9:00 p.m. or alittle late if the entertainment
ran longer. In the food booth at Woodson Terrace Days we sold the same
products that we sold at Strassenfest which included Nachos with Cheese
and Jalapenos , Popcorn, Peanuts and Pretzels. Woodson Terrace Days
did not have very big crowds and there was a lot of slow times before the
Entertainment started at 5:00p.m., but it was a good practice run for
Strassenfest which was about three (3) weeks later. We got a chance to
try out a new menu item for our food booth and this was a substitute for
Nachos which ancther booth was already selling at Woodson Terrace
Days and this substitute was Pepper bellies which are more commonly
know as Fritos with Chili and Cheese. .This product was well accepted
and we were able to work all of the bugs out of our preparation and the
new product passed for addition to our menu at Strassenfest. My special
thanks to the “A Team” which are Senators Dave De Laney No. 41203,
Bo Rothweiler No. 49595 and Bill Smith No. 38430 and these were the
only manpower that we had. If there had been larger crowds at Woodson
Terrace Days we would have been in trouble, but the crowds were steady
and not very large. We lost about $80.00 a Woodson Terrace Days and
this was mostly the booth fee, but we also had inventory left over which
was about $134.00 which we were able to use at Strassenfest. Speaking
of Strassenfest Missouri JCI Senate had booth number 5 at the Strassen-
fest in beautiful down town St. Louis. The 2004 edition of Strassenfest
was held from 11:00 am. on Friday, August 6, 2004 till 11:00 p.m.; on
Saturday, August 7, 2004 from 11:00 am. until 11:00p.m. and on Sun-
day, August 8, 2004 from 11:00 a.m. until 6:00 p.m., and did we have the
crowds. The weather was perfect for an outdoor festival and there were
three St. Louis Cardinals Day Home games on the Strassenfest weekend,
so the crowds were large and hungry. The only problem that we encoun-
tered was that because they did not allow enough room when they set up
the booths, they moved our booth directly across the street on the south
side of Market Street instead of the north side of the street. We were
directly in front of the Market Street entrance to the St. Louis City Hall,

and this was really an excellent location. The good news is that we
were selling our products and we ran out of Jalapeno peppers, Taco
Chips, Fritos, Cheese Sauce, Chili. Thank goodness that Sams Club is
open on Saturdays and Sundays, since | had to resupply every morning
to carry us through the day. We sold over $2,000.00 worth of Pop-
corn, Peanuts, Nacho and Cheese and Fritos with Chili and Cheese,
and our profit after we pay Strassenfest the 20 percent of our sales will
be between $900.00 to $1,000.00 for the Senate Treasury. There are
still two (2) bills that have to be cleared up with the Mission Inn Jay-
cees and Hotshots Sports Bars, before the final report can be com-
pleted. The really Great News is that we did not get stuck with any
inventory and were able to return any items to Sams Club which had
not been opened, and we ordered only three (3) cases of peanuts and
sold out, so you won't have stale peanuts in the hospitality room all
year. Sorry, peanut lovers.
